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Rotary Club of Star Valley’s

International Project

The Star Valley Rotary Club team
returned from their yearly trip to
Romania the end of November. This
year’s International project, sponsored
by Star Valley Rotary Club and assisted
by Cheyenne Breakfast Club, was 100
kits for labor and delivery rooms across
the country. The kits each contained an
obstetrical stethoscope, a pediatric
stethoscope and three educational

posters on labor, complicated delivery
and metabolic processes in the newborn.
Three hundred additional posters were
furnished to the Romanian Midwifes
Association. Dr. Marius Calomfirescu
from the Bucharest Old Court Rotary
assisted with the translation and
arranged for us to meet with other
Rotary clubs across the country. We are
greatly appreciative of his time and
effort.

Rotary Clubs who assisted in
distributing the kits were Old World
Rotary in Bucharest, Braila Rotary
Club, Galati Rotary Club, Bacau Rotary
Club and Ramnicu Valcea Rotary. A
humanitarian organization in the area
also will take 20 kits into hospitals in
Moldava. We are greatly blessed and
have made many new friends and
contacts in Rotary and in Romania.

In the process of our travels, we had
requests for projects needed in the near
future. If your club has a dentist, an
OB/GYN, a physical therapist or
computer specialists who would like to
be of help, we welcome your response.
We are also working to provide medical

and scientific books for a newly
opened library. The first shipment is
already on its way!

In the year 2007, we are hoping to
establish a medical website that would
be sponsored by Rotary and published
in Romanian. This would allow
doctors in the country to exchange
current and updated information with
others, especially in rural areas. We
plan to start with women’s services
(OB/GYN) and cardiology and then
branch out as interest builds. The site
would include professional
information and patient handouts. We
have spoken to Romanian doctors who
are members of Rotary and they feel
this would be extremely worthwhile
for their colleges.

During our visit, we were permitted
to visit several hospitals and hand out
gifts to new mothers. Additional
materials will be donated to Care
Centers for the elderly and adoption
services for abandoned children.

Our trip was enriched with
beautiful sights which dot the land.
We visited shipping ports,
Transylvania, Monasteries and castles.

We feel very privileged to have
spent our time with such wonderful
and loving people. Our driver, Marian
Enache, and his wife Geta, who is a
midwife, dedicated 24 hours a day to
getting us where we needed to be and
making sure we were comfortable and
well taken care of. Our agent,
Virginia Cuciuchi arranged for all
hotels and an appropriate vehicle to
transport Rotary supplies.

Rotaract in Saratov, Russia

On December 2, 2006, the Rotaract
Club of Saratov, Russia marked its 10™
anniversary with a weekend celebration.
Because of the close relationship
between District 5440 and this club,
many Rotarians from throughout this
district were invited. David McGinnis
of the Kemmerer, Wyoming Rotary
Club and Julia Murray of the Evanston,
Wyoming Rotary Club were able to
accept this invitation. They were
accompanied by Natalia Sharova, the
coordinator of the Open World program
with Rotary International. Additional
guests at the party included Rotaractors
from other areas of Russia including
Volgagrad and Sochi. Many past
Saratov Rotaractors who have
established themselves in the
professional communities in Russia also
came back to share memories. Members
of the Saratov Center Rotary Club were
prominently in attendance.

The celebration began on Saturday
morning December 2nd with a guided
tour of Saratov including a seventeenth
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century church and the Victory Park
outdoor museum. The main event was a
slide show presentation and dinner that
evening. The presentation started from
the beginning and covered the many
projects this club has been involved in
including hosting the first Russian
RYLA camp, providing books and other
assistance to the blind, doing spring
cleaning for the elderly, helping out
orphanages and working on
international exchanges and programs

with District 5440. Our relationship
was noted as part of the presentation;
especially the role of David Nicholas
in helping start Rotflry an R?tarqrilt in

Saratov. After dinner, the Rotaractors
organized entertainment and games.
Fundraising was also included as the
hat was passed and pieces of a special
birthday cake were auctioned off. The
celebration concluded on Sunday at a
barbeque with more fellowship and
games.

After the anniversary parties were
over, inter-district projects continued
with Dave and Julia traveling to
Khvalynsk National Park to deliver an
electronic ranger. It allows park
visitors to learn about park features
through a touch-screen. This is a
project that was funded by a District
Simplified Grant and local clubs.
Work on this project included
gathering information about park
features, translating it into Russian
and English, and downloading it on to
the computer. Saratov Rotaractors
who came to Fossil Butte National
Monument in Kemmerer, Wyoming
for summer exchanges were
instrumental in completing these tasks.
The hospitality in Khvalynsk was
wonderful with a highlight being
musical and dramatic performances by
local school children.

Back in Saratov, Dave and Julia
met with Rotary Club members to
extend invitations for the Rotary
International Convention. Both the
Evanston, Wyoming and Rock
Springs, Wyoming Rotary Clubs are
sponsoring Saratov Rotarians to visit
and attend the convention, which will

be in Salt Lake City in June, 2007.
After returning from Saratov,
pledges were received from a
variety of clubs including Jackson
Hole Breakfast, Jackson Hole
Lunch, Afton, Kemmerer and
Evanston to bring a Saratov
Rotaractor to the convention.
These visits will help continue to
create new friendships and service
relationships between all of our
clubs.

I appreciate the
heterogeneity of both the
professors and students [ am
involved with on a daily basis in
my studies at UQ as they provide
distinct and diverse points of view
that I am able to continually learn
from.

In September I spoke at a
Rotary club outside the city of
Brisbane. I must say, the Aussies
are sure a fun and entertaining
bunch to give a presentation to and
receive questions from! Also
during the semester, Rotary
Foundation Trustee, Mr. Sakuji
Tanaka made a site visit to UQ to
find out about our experience as
scholars.

(ECLAC) headquartered in Santiago,
Chile.

ECLAC is one of five regional
commissions of the United Nations. It
was founded with the intention of
contributing to economic development
of Latin America and to strengthening
economic relations between Latin
America and other countries. With
time, social objectives were also
included in the organization’s mission.
